“Do Whatever He Tells You.”
Water is one of the very basic elements of our lives.  Our world is filled with bodies of water many of which are undrinkable or perhaps polluted.  Without water living beings die.  When we do not water flowers they die.  If we do not drink enough fluids we can end up in the hospital with dehydration problems.  Water is a needed element of life but we often take it for granted.  With Lake Michigan near us we think we have an endless water supply.  
 
Today’s Gospel tells us about a wedding, wine, water and a Mother’s request.  Mary recognized the need the wedding party had for more wine.  There was none left to serve the guests.  The lack of wine would bring the party to an end and would be a major embarrassment to the newly married couple.  Mary went to her Son.  With all surety that He would act despite His answer to her, she told the servants to do whatever He said.  She did no more.  She trusted in Jesus.
 
Jesus took the simple water jars and had them refilled with water.  When the water was shared with the headwaiter, it was wine.  The headwaiter was delighted as were the rest of the wedding guests.  No one even knew there could have been a problem.  
 
Our everyday lives are filled with many simple things.  The gifts we bring, the actions and kindnesses which fill our lives do not seem like wine but much more like water, ordinary.  If we follow Mary’s directive each day and “Do whatever Jesus tells us”’, our ordinary lives of everyday water will be transformed by Him into the life giving wine of generous service to God and each other.  Mary will not have to say, “ Son, they have no wine.”  Life giving gifts will be plentiful and will effectively build up the Body of Jesus in today’s world.
